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Referees for JOMS are requested to follow the JOMS Editorial Policy below. The referee report should be organized as follows:

(1) Recommendation: Recommend either acceptance, acceptance with revision, reconsider after revision, or rejection. 

(2) Contributions of the paper: For the recommendation of acceptance or acceptance with revision, write the referee's understanding of the contributions of paper. For the recommendation of "reconsider after revision," write the referee's understanding of the potential contributions of paper after the suggested revisions in (3) below are made. For the recommendation of reject, write your constructive and concrete comments on how and where to improve the paper so that it would be accepted for publication in JOMS. 
(3)  The referee's major concerns and suggestions for revision

(4)  Minor points to be revised (unclear expression, typos and so on)

Please be constructive in writing a referee report for JOMS, especially for the paper that has not reached the standard of acceptance yet.

JOMS EDITORIAL POLICY 
The mission of The Journal of Japanese Operations Management and Strategy (JOMS) is to serve as the primal research journal in operations management in Japan. The journal publishes academic research into the problems and concerns of managers who design and manage the product and process in manufacturing and service industries. It covers all the operations related issues such as the effective and efficient management in product development, procurement, production, distribution and marketing, manufacturing/operations strategy, decision makings in global operation, supply chain management, and service sciences among others. The journal welcomes the submission of rigorous and scientific research papers using any research paradigm such as social science, case study, and mathematical modeling. 

The submitted papers are first judged by the editorial committee whether they have a reasonable prospect to fit with the mission of JOMS, and they proceed to the refereeing process. In the refereeing process, at least two referees are assigned to review a paper, and the editorial committee makes the final decision in terms of acceptance/revision required/rejection. The important criteria of acceptance are whether the paper has managerial relevance or the research outcomes are useful in management, whether it has academic merits in originality and transferability, and/or whether it has rigor and clarity. In addition, the manuscript has to be readable and well organized and exhibit good writing style. 
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
