Heian Shrine is famous structure dedicated to Emperor Kammu, the founder of Kyoto, and the Emperor Komei, the last 
emperor in Kyoto.

Kiyomizu Temple is noted for its Main Hall on the cliff top with a broad wooden veranda and a panoramic view of Kyoto city.
